About Prescription Drugs

Last week a young man walked into our offices with
his parents. He had been in a local extended care
facility, but the cost had become prohibitive for the
family, so they wanted to transfer him to The Way
Back. As the interview progressed, it became obvious
that the young man was high. We asked what he was
on, and he said Trazadone. We asked him if it was
normal to take drugs at that facility, and he said that
everyone there is taking something.

We at The Way Back Treatment Program do not
believe in the medical model for extended care.
Non-addictive anti-depressants are sometimes
necessary, but after initial treatment, Methadone,
Suboxone, Seroquel, Trazodone and the other drugs in
those families inhibit recovery rather than advance it.

We have been in the recovery field for fifteen years.
We know from experience that long term recovery
comes from long term treatment and a dedication to go
to any lengths to recover. That dedication comes only
from a clear minded recognition that drinking and
taking drugs leads to misery. Masking the misery with
prescription drugs keeps that recognition from

happening.
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
